Determining an inventive step, or non-obviousness, of an invention is one of the most difficult tasks in

patent invalidation proceedings. To this end, various methods have been tried, such as working with expert
witnesses and using secondary considerations. In this session, we will take a look at how IP courts around the
world determine inventive step in their practices, with focuses on the skill levels of PHOSITA (person having
ordinary skill in the art), evidence used to determine the inventive step, and how to avoid hindsight bias.

Since serving as a judge, he has presided over a
wide variety of intellectual property cases and has issued written opinions on such issues as patentability and
the applicability of the anti-trust laws to patent enforcement actions by non-operating entities. He received
his undergraduate degree with honors from Princeton University and its Woodrow Wilson School of Public and
International Affairs and earned his law degree at the University of Virginia. Following law school, he was a law
clerk for a federal district judge and then engaged in a private law practice until his judicial appointment (2008).
He is a fellow of the American College of Trial Lawyers and a Fellow of the International Society of Barristers.

Judge Dongsheng Chen gained his Bachelor of Law degree at the Guangdong University of Finance and
Economics (1997) and worked in the Guangzhou Intermediate People’s Court as a clerk in the executive
tribunal.
