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Intellectual Property (IP) is a key issue for Korean companies and the nation as a whole.
Particularly as Korean companies expand their global reach, IP related disputes have
increased in number, significance and public concern. The highly publicized, multi-
jurisdictional dispute between Samsung Electronics and Apple is a notable example.

In recognition of this growing importance of IP, the government passed in 2011 the
Framework Act on Intellectual Property that both created a Presidential Council on
Intellectual Property and set forth a national strategic plan. Other interested parties in
academia, judiciary and industry have also been vigorously discussing the issues concerning
IP for companies, individuals and the nation as a whole. There was, however, a growing

need for a focused community of IP lawyers to further these discussions and to educate on IP
issues.
